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III. DEFINITIONS 
 

a. Summative Evaluation:  Summative evaluation is assessing a student's educational 
development compared to a standard or benchmark at the end of an academic period, 
such 
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will not graduate, and they will need to take extra courses until their GPA reaches the 
required threshold for graduation. 
 

c. Students with less than 2.0 overall GPA will not be allowed to take more than four 
courses in a semester to allow them to improve their GPAs. 

 

VII. COLLEGE OF NURSING GRADING AND EVALUATION PROCEDURES 
 
a. Due to the nature of the nursing profession, safeguarding patients' safety is the 

priority. Also, the complexity of current healthcare demands is noted. Therefore, the 
standards of the Bachelor of Science in Nursing (BSN) program are set high.
